Item 6 – Lindsey Robson – Active Sunderland
Lindsey explained about what Active Sunderland does for the community and informed the meeting that the funding comes from Sport England since October 2009 and the funding is secure for up to 3 years. There are 4 activators including herself within the area also Lindsey explained that they have an Active Sunderland bus. The Sunderland Active Bus has been developed in partnership with Sunderland's Active Board, SAFC Foundation, Sport England and Sunderland Teaching Primary Care Trust. The Active Bus is equipped to carry out health and fitness checks for anyone who jumps aboard. A team of 'activators' will then take time to explain the results of the health checks, and identify sports and physical activity opportunities which could benefit the customer. This could be directing them to a local walking club, yoga class or a sports club.
Equipment on the Active Bus includes:

· Technogym Medbike Excite (exercise cycle)

· Technogym Top Excite (arm cycle)

· BioSpace InBody Body Analyser

· Wellness Checking equipment

· Classroom / Consultation area

· Large Screen Interactive Whiteboard

· Wi-Fi Internet access

· Printing facilities

Activators come out to work with communities, they have worked with variety of groups for example people with disabilities, etc and their facilities and programmes are free. Each year they have surveys and reports received so that they can keep a track of how well their programmes are developing. 
Lindsey accepted questions from members.
Item 7 – Stephen Dodds & James Third – Nexus
Stephen and James introduced themselves to the meeting and gave a PowerPoint presentation. Stephen explained what Nexus does for the public, they supply bus services, maintain metro infrastructure, provide bus infrastructure, run the ferry, supply information, support rail services and administer concessionary fares. Stephen informed the meeting that Nexus is funded by Council Tax Money and that Nexus have no buses, they provide subsidised service network such as scholars services, works services, Evening and Sunday journeys and daytime services, 90% of bus journeys are commercial. James informed the meeting that Nexus no longer runs the Metro trains, it has been taking over by a company called DB Regio and that there will be new gating systems in 12 stations. There are 6500 bus stops across Tyne & Wear.
Stephen & James accepted questions from members.
Item 8 – PC Les Jordan – Northumbria Police
PC Les Jordan informed the meeting that Northumbria Police was established in 1974, the force manages from the boarder of Scotland, Berwick, down to Houghton-Le-Spring. In total there are 4100 officers working within the force and the force serves a population of 1.4 million, Inspector Cheryl Warcup manages the Farringdon Hall Police Station which covers the South of Sunderland, Doxford, Farringdon/St Chads & Silksworth Wards, in total they have 1 sergeant, 4 neighbourhood officers including himself and 3 Community Support Officers. PC Les Jordan gave the meeting a crime stats update, within 10 months they have received 1000 crimes throughout the whole ward.
