Item 7 – David Carr – N E Sport
N E Sport CIC vision is to teach children the importance of living a healthy, active lifestyle through fitness and nutrition, and to offer aspiring children opportunities to pursue their dreams. A primary focus for the NE Sport CIC is to identify the greatest needs and opportunities to make an impact through the development of sports and physical fitness programs for children. A key focus is to provide resources that increase participation and access where it is not currently available or affordable, and promote awareness for the importance of leading healthy, active lifestyle. From basic movements to more advanced coaching techniques, NE Sport aim to deliver a high quality PE provision. By establishing a good working rapport with both children and staff, NE Sport can provide fun and enjoyable activities and deliver high quality coaching in support of schools PPA requirements or help provide OSHL or extended schools agenda. 
David informed the meeting that N E Sport is a Community Interest Company and he is a fully trained coach, they help different schools to assist with P.E lessons and they provide various healthy activities.

N E Sport runs After School Clubs and lunch time activities, also they run a coaching sessions for toddlers between 4 – 5 year olds on weekends and after school. All coaches in the company are Level 2 qualified and are all CRB checked. N E Sport is funded b the Big Lottery Fund and other groups.
David accepted questions from members.

Item 8 – Sue McClellan – Blue Bin Scheme
Sue informed the meeting that the blue bin scheme started in April 2010, there were 122,000 blue bins delivered around Sunderland and Washington, they need to increase recycling to help the environment and also to make it easier for you to recycle more of your waste from your doorstep. 
Sue explained the new blue wheelie bins has got an inner box to use for recycling instead of your Kerb-it box. You will be able to put more recyclable materials into your blue wheelie bin including cardboard and plastic bottles. The inner box will hold your newspapers, magazines and paper and the rest of the material for recycling will go into the main part of the bin. 
A mix of people and mechanics sort out the recycling waste, the building is actually located at Sunderland in Hendon. They work with a company called WRAP’S which is a government funded recycling company. The recycling paper waste is transported to North West England paper mill and recycling glass, cans, cardboard are sent to reprocessors within the UK. Members of the public who are not recycling correctly, they will stick a label on the bins which will enlighten them about what to put in the bins and what not to put in. Sue showed the meeting a graph of Participation, it showed that 45% of people recycled with the Kerb-It box, but since the blue bins had been delivered out, it went up to 95%.
