Item 6 – Eileen McDonald – British Red Cross
Eileen informed the meeting that she works within Sunderland and South Tyneside. The British Red Cross office is located in Hylton Road which is ran by the volunteer centre and The British Red Cross can help people find their missing family members, they respond to hundreds of UK emergencies every year, from major floods and earthquakes to house fires and transport accidents, their trained volunteers are always on hand to help. They also provide Transport Service, the service offers freedom and independence for people who cannot get about easily or use public transport, they can provide a driver with a vehicle to offer door-to-door assistance for those in need. They help people to get to medical appointments, to do everyday essentials like shopping, or even just to get out of the house and socialise. Also their volunteer-led medical equipment service provides wheelchair hire and short-term loans of equipment in almost 1000 outlets in the UK, helping tens of thousands of people every year, every month they lend 25 – 30 wheelchairs to the public. Item 7 – Julie Underwood – Gentoo (Neighbourhood Safety Team)
Julie gave a PowerPoint presentation at the meeting explaining what Gentoo Neighbourhood Safety Team offers and aims. Gentoo aims to prevent and minimise Anti Social Behaviour and perceptions of it, by taking a long term approach, which combines prevention and early intervention, support and swift enforcement where necessary. Julie read out some examples from the presentation of what Anti Social Behaviour is and showed a number of graphs and charts of ASB broken down across Sunderland. Gentoo supported youth providers across Sunderland such as, Pennywell Youth Project, Hendon Young Peoples Project, Sunderland North Community Business Centre, etc. The team has issued out Anti Social Behaviour flyers for residents to report any ASB within their area, the flyer includes their contact number, ASB hotline and Northumbria Police number on the front.

Bill gave a PowerPoint presentation at the meeting explaining Responsive Local Service.
