PG gave information on how to try and prevent and control the spreading of the virus and also how ‘we’ as individuals/groups can make a difference by offering support to the NHS Pandemic Influenza 2009 campaign.
Up to date figures are: 107 confirmed cases of Swine Flue in United Kingdom and another 139 cases being looked at.
