Lee Ferry gave an outline of the A690 ASB Pilot Programme which will offer a range of summer activities for targeted young people which is scheduled to commence on 12 July 2008. For further information please visit http://www.a690.co.uk/ 
Members of the Farringdon Residents Association raised concerns that the evening provision was not mentioned during consultation with local residents and that the activities may attract other young people into the area. There was discussion concerning the planning and monitoring of the programme. Farringdon Residents Association objected to the A690 ASB Pilot Programme and will be calling a public meeting to raise awareness and to discuss organising a leaflet drop in the area.

            Some local Councillor’s raised concerns over the location of the evening activities and were not  

present during the consultation over the location of the evening activities. 

It was noted that this is a Government pilot scheme which is aimed at reaching the appropriate young people in the area.

Lee Ferry informed the meeting that he was not aware that the A690 would have to make a presentation to local councillors and felt that the planned location was appropriate. Lee informed the meeting that no drugs, alcohol or smoking would be allowed during the sessions and that metal detectors would be used to search young people taking part. Police and appropriate staff including ‘Gentoo’ would be monitoring the programme.

Jane Eland Sunderland City Council noted that the proposed activities are a response from Government to provide appropriate activities for young people in hot spots. 

Stuart Porthouse summarised the discussion and hopes that the concerns of both organisers and residents can be resolved.
