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Sunderland Adult and Family Learning Awards 2008

Award Categories and Criteria

The awards are open to any learners who live and have studied in the city of Sunderland during 2006/07.  Nominators can be tutors or course organisers who have worked with the nominee.

The closing date for nominations is Friday 7th December 2007.  An independent panel of judges will meet to decide the successful candidates on the 12th December.  Winners will be announced at an award ceremony that will be held on the evening of Thursday 10th January.

Nominees will be judged using the following criteria:

· The ‘learning journey’ undertaken, including the barriers that have been overcome

· Skills gained and how these have been applied

· Learner initiative and commitment to succeed

· The positive impact of the learning experience on the individual and/or the wider community

The successful learners will receive an award and a prize.

Who are the awards for?
Inspirational learners who have shown outstanding progress towards the achievement of their learning goals, despite difficult circumstances and/or barriers, such as a lack of confidence or low self-esteem; health problems; financial barriers or difficult personal circumstances.

The awards will celebrate the achievement, motivation and energy of individual learners.

Categories

Award: Inspirational Adult Learner

Award details: A general category for individual learners who are an inspiration to others. Learners must be aged 19 years or over

Success Criteria:  
· Overcoming challenging issues or difficult circumstances in ways that have resulted in a positive outcome for the individual and/or the lives of others

· Outstanding progress and commitment shown in order to progress with personal goals

Award: Work-based learner

Award details: For achievement with a work-based learning provider.  Learners must be aged 19 years or over and participating in a New Deal, Train to Gain or 19+ apprenticeship programme.

· Overcoming challenging issues or difficult circumstances in ways that have resulted in a positive outcome for the individual 

· Outstanding progress and commitment shown

Award: Community Learner/s

Sponsored by: Job Linkage

Award details: Achievement within the context of learning locally, in particular using newly acquired skills to help their community. Groups of learners can also be nominated.  Learners must be aged 19 years or over.

Success criteria:

· Overcoming issues or difficult circumstances in ways that have resulted in a positive outcome for the individuals and/or the lives of others.

· A positive contribution to the local community as a result of undertaking a learning programme.

Award: Young Learner of the Year

Award: Family, Adult and Community Leaner of the Year

Award details: For learners aged 19+ who have participated in a Family, Adult and Community Learning programme

· Overcoming challenging issues or difficult circumstances in ways that have resulted in a positive outcome for the individuals and/or the lives of others
