Key fund facilitators must be 18+ and the keyfund will train anyone who works with young people, 1 day training.  There isn’t many trained in the south area of the city, 2 in St David’s.  Next training day will be in September.  There were 385 young people took part in the last year; they have a small pot of money for 8-11 year olds.  They are funded by Northern Rock Foundation.
