Item 6 – Target Youth Engagement Programme (TYE) – Stuart Graham
The programme came from Safer Sunderland Partnership to tackle the fear of crime youth disorder 

(Gangs of young people) scares local people.  Silksworth has been raised as a hotspot, its SG job to coordinator the project in the south and west area of the city.  They get support and direction from the LMAPS group; they are starting in Farringdon next week and are working with voluntary sector.  The chair asked where the funding for the programme came from, its NRF funded to work using the model of positive futures.  The chair asked whether they were duplicating any services and whether they were working with other voluntary youth initiatives.   SG explained that the TYE only fills the gaps in services which are not being provided and work in partnership with all voluntary group youth projects.
The chair thanked Stuart for his presentation.
Item 7 – Tyne & Wear Challenge – Mary McWilliams and Rob Stone
The project provides free English and maths National qualification which are equivalent to the level of a GCSE, which takes three 1hr sessions.  If you are over 16 call us on 0191 290 0669.  The project is supported by local authorise, colleges and voluntary sector organisations across Tyne and wear.

Lee Ferry A690 Youth Initiative – at the beginning of 2006, Plains Farm and Humbledon Initiative in partnership with Home housing contributed funding to enable A690 to deliver the dream scheme project on the streets of plains farm.  Lee handed out report.  Lynn and Stephen from A690 went to London with a group of 8 young people on Saturday and on Sunday the young people sailed on the tall ships heading to Holland and Denmark, they will return on 25th July.

Lee Ferry wanted to formally thank the South area committee for awarding £25,500 to deliver the dream scheme in the South area.  They have also successfully secured 3years funding from Henry Smith Foundation.  The A690 AGM will be on 19th September 3.30pm at Sandhill View centre.

Anthony from Juvenile service wanted to raise awareness of the service, all information is available on the South Forum website, and there are low numbers of take-up in the South area.

Jubilee Centre has computer course, ceramics course and play scheme running in 6 weeks holiday.  They are also working in partnership with A690 through funding from Save the Children; a group of young people will make a video looking at crime and the fear of crime with young people.
