Development Co-Coordinator Report

The vacancy would be discussed at the next Management Committee meeting to be held on 7th May,  when a decision would be made. 
He reported that arrangements for the Annual Event were going very well and he had received over 25 bookings from various organisations. A meeting would be held at Portland School for risk assessment; this will be followed by a meeting of the Event Sub Committee.  A  Community Chest application had been submitted and this will be used for funding the majority of activities on the day.
